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Instructions for ACL 2016 Proceedings*

Anonymous ACL submission

Abstract

This document contains instructions for
preparing ACL 2016 submissions and
camera-ready manuscripts. The docu-
ment itself conforms to its own specifica-
tions, and is therefore an example of what
your manuscript should look like. Pa-
pers are required to conform to all the di-
rections reported in this document. By
using the provided I£TEX and BIBTEX
styles (ac12016.sty, ac12016.bst), the
required formatting will be enabled by de-
fault.

1 Introduction

The following instructions are directed to authors
of papers submitted to and accepted for publica-
tion in the ACL 2016 proceedings. All authors
are required to adhere to these specifications. Au-
thors are required to provide a Portable Document
Format (PDF) version of their papers. The pro-
ceedings will be printed on A4 paper. Authors
from countries where access to word-processing
systems is limited should contact the publication
chairs as soon as possible. Grayscale readability
of all figures and graphics will be encouraged for
all accepted papers (Section 2.8).
Submitted and camera-ready formatting is sim-
ilar, however, the submitted paper should have:

ference on Computer Vision and Pattern Recognition.

1. Author-identifying information removed
2. A ‘ruler’ on the left and right margins

3. Page numbers

4. A confidentiality header.

In contrast, the camera-ready should not have a
ruler, page numbers, nor a confidentiality header.
By uncommenting \aclfinalcopy at the top of
this document, it will compile to produce an exam-
ple of the camera-ready formatting; by leaving it
commented out, the document will be anonymized
for initial submission.  Authors should place
this command after the \usepackage declarations
when preparing their camera-ready manuscript
with the ACL 2016 style.

2 General Instructions

Manuscripts must be in two-column format. Ex-
ceptions to the two-column format include the ti-
tle, as well as the authors’ names and complete ad-
dresses (only in the final version, not in the version
submitted for review), which must be centered at
the top of the first page (see the guidelines in Sub-
section 2.4), and any full-width figures or tables.
Type single-spaced. Do not number the pages in
the camera-ready version. Start all pages directly
under the top margin. See the guidelines later re-
garding formatting the first page.

The maximum length of a manuscript is eight
(8) pages for the main conference, printed single-
sided, plus two (2) pages for references (see Sec-
tion 3 for additional information on the maximum
number of pages).

By uncommenting \aclfinalcopy at the top of
this document, it will compile to produce an exam-
ple of the camera-ready formatting; by leaving it
commented out, the document will be anonymized
for initial submission. When you first create
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your submission on softconf, please fill in your
submitted paper ID where +»+ appears in the
\def\aclpaperid{*+*} definition at the top.

The review process is double-blind, so do not
include any author information (names, addresses)
when submitting a paper for review. However, you
should maintain space for names and addresses so
that they will fit in the final (accepted) version.
The ACL 2016 KKIEX style will create a titlebox
space of 2.5in for you when \aclfinalcopy is
commented out.

2.1 The Ruler

The ACL 2016 style defines a printed ruler which
should be presented in the version submitted for
review. The ruler is provided in order that re-
viewers may comment on particular lines in the
paper without circumlocution. If you are prepar-
ing a document without the provided style files,
please arrange for an equivalent ruler to appear on
the final output pages. The presence or absence
of the ruler should not change the appearance of
any other content on the page. The camera ready
copy should not contain a ruler. (I£ZIEX users may
uncomment the \aclfinalcopy command in the
document preamble.)

Reviewers: note that the ruler measurements do
not align well with lines in the paper — this turns
out to be very difficult to do well when the paper
contains many figures and equations, and, when
done, looks ugly. Just use fractional references
(e.g., the first line on this page is at mark 096.5),
although in most cases one would expect that the
approximate location will be adequate.

2.2 Electronically-available resources

ACL provides this description in IEIEX2e
(ac12016.tex) and PDF format (ac12016.pdf),
along with the I&IEX2e style file used to format
it (ac12016.sty) and an ACL bibliography
style (ac12016.bst) and example bibliography
(ac12016.bib). These files are all available at
acl20l6.org/index.php?article_id=9. We
strongly recommend the use of these style files,
which have been appropriately tailored for the
ACL 2016 proceedings.

2.3 Format of Electronic Manuscript

For the production of the electronic manuscript,
you must use Adobe’s Portable Document For-
mat (PDF). This format can be generated from
postscript files: on Unix systems, you can use

ps2pdf for this purpose; under Microsoft Win-
dows, you can use Adobe’s Distiller, or if you have
cygwin installed, you can use dvipdf Or ps2pdf.
Note that some word processing programs gen-
erate PDF that may not include all the necessary
fonts (esp. tree diagrams, symbols). When you
print or create the PDF file, there is usually an op-
tion in your printer setup to include none, all, or
just non-standard fonts. Please make sure that you
select the option of including ALL the fonts. Be-
fore sending it, test your PDF by printing it from a
computer different from the one where it was cre-
ated. Moreover, some word processors may gen-
erate very large postscript/PDF files, where each
page is rendered as an image. Such images may
reproduce poorly. In this case, try alternative ways
to obtain the postscript and/or PDF. One way on
some systems is to install a driver for a postscript
printer, send your document to the printer specify-

ing “Output to a file”, then convert the file to PDF.

For reasons of uniformity, Adobe’s Times Ro-
man font should be used. In IKTEX2e this is ac-
complished by putting

\usepackage{latexsym}
in the preamble.

Print-outs of the PDF file on A4 paper should
be identical to the hardcopy version. If you cannot
meet the above requirements about the production
of your electronic submission, please contact the
publication chairs above as soon as possible.

2.4 The First Page

Center the title, author name(s) and affiliation(s)
across both columns (or, in the case of initial sub-
mission, space for the names). Do not use foot-
notes for affiliations. Use the two-column format
only when you begin the abstract.

Title: Place the title centered at the top of the
first page, in a 15 point bold font. (For a complete
guide to font sizes and styles, see Table 2.) Long
titles should be typed on two lines without a blank
line intervening. Approximately, put the title at
lin from the top of the page, followed by a blank
line, then the author name(s), and the affiliation(s)
on the following line. Do not use only initials for
given names (middle initials are allowed). Do not
format surnames in all capitals (e.g., “Mitchell,”
not “MITCHELL”). The affiliation should contain
the author’s complete address, and if possible, an
electronic mail address. Leave about 0.75in be-
tween the affiliation and the body of the first page.

Abstract: Type the abstract at the beginning of
the first column. The width of the abstract text
should be smaller than the width of the columns
for the text in the body of the paper by about 0.25in
on each side. Center the word Abstract in a 12
point bold font above the body of the abstract. The
abstract should be a concise summary of the gen-
eral thesis and conclusions of the paper. It should
be no longer than 200 words. The abstract text
should be in 10 point font.

Text: Begin typing the main body of the text
immediately after the abstract, observing the two-
column format as shown in the present document.
Do not include page numbers in the camera-ready
manuscript.

Indent when starting a new paragraph. For rea-
sons of uniformity, use Adobe’s Times Roman
fonts, with 11 points for text and subsection head-
ings, 12 points for section headings and 15 points
for the title. If Times Roman is unavailable, use
Computer Modern Roman (I&TpX2e’s default;
see section 2.3 above). Note that the latter is about
10% less dense than Adobe’s Times Roman font.

2.5 Sections

Headings: Type and label section and subsection
headings in the style shown on the present doc-
ument. Use numbered sections (Arabic numerals)
in order to facilitate cross references. Number sub-
sections with the section number and the subsec-
tion number separated by a dot, in Arabic numer-
als.

Citations: Citations within the text appear in
parentheses as (Gusfield, 1997) or, if the au-
thor’s name appears in the text itself, as Gus-
field (1997). Using the provided IXIEX style, the
former is accomplished using \cite and the latter
with \shortcite or \newcite. Collapse multi-
ple citations as in (Gusfield, 1997; Aho and Ull-
man, 1972); this is accomplished with the pro-
vided style using commas within the \cite com-

mand, e.g., \cite{Gusfield:97,Aho:72}. Ap-
pend lowercase letters to the year in cases of am-
biguities. Treat double authors as in (Aho and Ull-
man, 1972), but write as in (Chandra et al., 1981)
when more than two authors are involved.

References: We recommend including refer-
ences in a separate .bib file, and include an exam-
ple file in this release (naalh1t2016.bib). Some
commands for names with accents are provided
for convenience in Table 1. References stored in
the separate .pib file are inserted into the docu-
ment using the following commands:

\bibliographystyle{acl2016}

References should appear under the heading
References at the end of the document, but be-
fore any Appendices, unless the appendices con-
tain references. Arrange the references alphabeti-
cally by first author, rather than by order of occur-
rence in the text. Provide as complete a reference
as possible, using a consistent format, such as the
one for Computational Linguistics or the one in
the Publication Manual of the American Psycho-
logical Association (American Psychological As-
sociation, 1983). Authors’ full names rather than
initials are preferred. You may use standard ab-
breviations for conferences' and journals?.

Appendices: Appendices, if any, directly fol-
low the text and the references (but see above).
Letter them in sequence and provide an informa-
tive title: Appendix A. Title of Appendix.

Acknowledgment sections should go as a last
(unnumbered) section immediately before the ref-
erences.

2.6 Footnotes

Footnotes: Put footnotes at the bottom of the
page. They may be numbered or referred to by
asterisks or other symbols.> Footnotes should be
separated from the text by a line.* Footnotes
should be in 9 point font.

2.7 Graphics

Ilustrations: Place figures, tables, and pho-
tographs in the paper near where they are first dis-
cussed, rather than at the end, if possible. Wide
illustrations may run across both columns and

should be placed at the top of a page. Color illus-
trations are discouraged, unless you have verified
that they will be understandable when printed in
black ink.

Captions: Provide a caption for every illustra-
tion; number each one sequentially in the form:
“Figure 1: Figure caption.”, “Table 1: Table cap-
tion.” Type the captions of the figures and tables
below the body, using 9 point text. Table and Fig-
ure labels should be bold-faced.

2.8 Accessibility

In an effort to accommodate the color-blind (as
well as those printing to paper), grayscale read-
ability for all accepted papers will be encouraged.
Color is not forbidden, but authors should ensure
that tables and figures do not rely solely on color to
convey critical distinctions. Here we give a simple
criterion on your colored figures, if your paper has
to be printed in black and white, then you must as-
sure that every curves or points in your figures can
be still clearly distinguished.

3 Length of Submission

The ACL 2016 main conference accepts submis-
sions of long papers and short papers. Long papers
may consist of up to eight (8) pages of content,
plus unlimited pages for references. Upon accep-
tance, final versions of long papers will be given
one additional page (up to 9 pages with unlimited
pages for references) so that reviewers’ comments
can be taken into account. Short papers may con-
sist of up to four (4) pages of content, plus un-
limited pages for references. Upon acceptance,
short papers will be given five (5) pages in the pro-
ceedings and unlimited pages for references. For
both long and short papers, all illustrations and
appendices must be accommodated within these
page limits, observing the formatting instructions

given in the present document. Papers that do not
conform to the specified length and formatting re-
quirements are subject to be rejected without re-
view.

4 Double-blind review process

As the reviewing will be blind, the paper must not
include the authors’ names and affiliations. Fur-
thermore, self-references that reveal the author’s
identity, e.g., “We previously showed (Smith,
1991) ...” must be avoided. Instead, use citations
such as “Smith previously showed (Smith, 1991)
...> Papers that do not conform to these require-
ments will be rejected without review. In addition,
please do not post your submissions on the web
until after the review process is complete (in spe-
cial cases this is permitted: see the multiple sub-
mission policy below).

We will reject without review any papers that do
not follow the official style guidelines, anonymity
conditions and page limits.

5 Multiple Submission Policy

Papers that have been or will be submitted to other
meetings or publications must indicate this at sub-
mission time. Authors of papers accepted for pre-
sentation at ACL 2016 must notify the program
chairs by the camera-ready deadline as to whether
the paper will be presented. All accepted papers
must be presented at the conference to appear in
the proceedings. We will not accept for publi-
cation or presentation papers that overlap signif-
icantly in content or results with papers that will
be (or have been) published elsewhere.

Preprint servers such as arXiv.org and ACL-
related workshops that do not have published pro-
ceedings in the ACL Anthology are not considered
archival for purposes of submission. Authors must
state in the online submission form the name of the
workshop or preprint server and title of the non-
archival version. The submitted version should be
suitably anonymized and not contain references to
the prior non-archival version. Reviewers will be
told: “The author(s) have notified us that there ex-
ists a non-archival previous version of this paper
with significantly overlapping text. We have ap-
proved submission under these circumstances, but
to preserve the spirit of blind review, the current
submission does not reference the non-archival
version.” Reviewers are free to do what they like
with this information.
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Authors submitting more than one paper to
ACL must ensure that submissions do not overlap
significantly (> 25%) with each other in content
or results. Authors should not submit short and
long versions of papers with substantial overlap in
their original contributions.

Acknowledgments

Do not number the acknowledgment section. This
section should not be presented for the submission
version.
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A Supplemental Material

ACL 2016 also encourages the submission of sup-
plementary material to report preprocessing deci-
sions, model parameters, and other details nec-
essary for the replication of the experiments re-
ported in the paper. Seemingly small preprocess-
ing decisions can sometimes make a large differ-
ence in performance, so it is crucial to record such
decisions to precisely characterize state-of-the-art
methods.

Nonetheless, supplementary material should be
supplementary (rather than central) to the paper.
It may include explanations or details of proofs or
deriations that do not fit into the paper, lists of fea-
tures or feature tempates, sample inputs and out-
puts for a system, pseudo-code or source code, and
data. (Source code and data should be separate up-
loads, rather than part of the paper).

The paper should not rely on the supplementary
material: while the paper may refer to and cite the
supplementary material will be available to the re-
viewers, they will not be asked to review [or even
download] the supplementary material.

Appendices (i.e. supplementary material in the
form of proofs, tables, or pseudo-code) should

come after the references, as shown here. Use
\appendix before any appendix section to
switch the section numbering over to letters.
